The scope of a new initiative, “What’s Next” _ ‘ 4

(hereinafter referred to as WN), was expanded from
the May PTJ exhibition by adding further seminars. The key concept involved exploring the focus of the textile
and fashion industry going forward. A special section was arranged in the Lobby Gallery to exhibit 50 WN
textile samples from JFW-JC and PTJ exhibitors as well as inviting visitors to give feedback and cast their vote.
Unlike the usual trend materials, the WN textile project provides a clear mechanism for how products are
evaluated from customers’ perspective, taking factors like price, technology and sensibility into account and
assuming mass production. There is often a gap between the perception of manufacturers and buyers’ actual
needs. Clarifying this allows exhibitors to identify their next challenges and help spotlight the true value of sales.

On this occasion, the fact that the event spanned the end and start of two months respectively impacted
visitor numbers, although these were the only available venue dates. Even so, a highly credible 11,000 visitors,
equivalent to the previous edition (held in Nov. 2022), still attended. Next year’s “Premium Textile Japan 2025
Autumn/Winter” and “JFW JAPAN CREATION 2025” events are scheduled for November 6 and 7 2024
respectively, which should mark an improvement.
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“The heat is persistent. Record-breaking temperatures that linger make launching autumn and winter
fashion items all the more challenging.” (Apparel) Even so, the prospects of recovery are far more positive than
during the COVID-19 pandemic. “The upturn in both domestic and overseas buyers.” (Exhibitors) underlines the
transition towards a fresh phase for business.

< Visitors’ feedback > - Exhibitions for learning trends -

For those in the planning departments of apparel companies, JFW-JC and PTJ exhibitions stand out as
important events to explore fashion trends, attracting comments like “There are wide-ranging fabrics on show,
which is quite useful,” “It’s a learning experience,” and “It’s a trade show where you can learn and understand
trends.”

Feedback from trading companies and wholesalers also included statements like “There are various materials,
from natural fibres to synthetics, representing textile regions across the board,” “Despite the presence of COVID,
| visited after a long time and felt stimulated,” and “The regional associations were livelier than expected.”

Other feedback included comments like “Negotiations were active, possibly reflecting the recovery of in-
store sales” (Apparel). The PTJ event stood out as a hotbed of enthusiastic negotiations and interaction, as these
opinions reflect: “It’s a large exhibition with various fabrics. | appreciated the chance to communicate with
companies that | wouldn’t have known about online,” and “l came to greet business partners, but picked up more

than usual” (Apparel).

Students were allowed to attend throughout the two-day event and all seemed well aware of the need for
consideration as business discussions unfolded, hence the comment “We were instructed not to disturb
negotiations.” Those who did attend, however, thoroughly enjoyed it —some opinions heard near the venue exit:
“I was interested in denim and seeing a whole range motivated me,” and “I'd never seen fabrics like this before

— it was a learning experience. The embroidered fabrics left a particularly strong and lasting impression.”

FUKUI INNOVATORY TEXTILE introduced the activities of the “BATTAN BATTAN” artisan textile unit and its
collaborations with designers. The HACHIOJI TEXTILE INDUSTRIAL ASSOCIATION also showcased student works from
the “Necktie Design Competition 2023.” Collaborations of this kind, involving designers and students, are on the up.
The TANGO TEXTILE INDUSTRIAL ASSOCIATION proposed materials combining the techniques and designs of 11 skilled
craftsmen in Tango. Warm and encouraging feedback was heard saying, “We want students to come and see more,”
and “Provided young people show interest and support the future, we can see what lies ahead.”

Conversely, there were tough responses from domestic buyers, who declared themselves unable to visit due to
dates straddling the end and start of two different months. On the positive side, however, a weaker Japanese yen
attracted more overseas buyers. Feedback from companies actively engaged in export included “Westerners also
visited, which gave us a positive response” (KOYAMA CO., LTD.) and “We stationed Chinese and French staff at the
booth to cope with international buyers” (OHARAYASEINI CO., LTD.).

This trade show, where companies compete in technology and ideas to propose new products, is not only a
forum for developing new customers but a crucial venue for interacting with existing buyers. The key importance of
real exchanges is underlined with statements like “Continued participation is key to building relationships” (TSURUGA
SENI CO., LTD.), “We seek partners for long-term engagement” (YOSHIDA SENKO CO., LTD.) and “Although it’s not a
denim-specialised show, you can meet wide-ranging customers” (CALIK DENIM).

< Trend & Index >
The Trend & Index Corner houses flagship fabrics from exhibitors, which are showcased or highlighted and categorised
in line with JFW Textile View 2024 AW trends and a spatial theme of < Time to pass on the future >. The layout was
intended to express a dynamic space, based on the concept of traversing a temporal and spatial axis while sensing the
future. In the opinion of many exhibitors ‘Exposure at the Index Corner was key to attracting many of the visitors.

unveiled.

The < What’s Next > project features an initiative to promote the < The Future of Fashion: Unveiling Tomorrow's
Trendsetting Textiles > in the diversifying fashion market, in line with values and demands. The adjacent fabric display
were placed next to the Trend Corner, so that visitors can vote for ‘the up-and-coming textiles of tomorrow’. Visitors
had the chance to select fabric items from myriad perspectives, including trendiness, sensitivity, design, texture,
marketability and taste among others in a format that will bring out all the potential and excellence of exhibitors’
fabrics.

< What’s Next Textile > - Announcement of voting results -

First Place: SUNCORONA ODA CO., LTD. < Air Fabric Colour-sputtering >
100% Polyester

We applied a colour sputtering process (a process that adds a thin metal film

layer) that uses absolutely no water. This ultra-thin organza features an airy and
flowing texture, alongside transparency. By layering the metal film at the nano
level, we achieved a mysterious multicoloured expression through optical
interference without altering the texture or weight at all. (Reference price:
JPY4,800/M)

Second Place: CLOTH JAPAN < Roving BIG checks > 95% Wool, 5%
Nylon

This chequered fabric is made using coarse roving yarn. Not many
looms can produce fabric from such material, which underlines its
rarity, even within the country. The intention behind it was to create a

unique check pattern unavailable elsewhere. (Reference price:
JPY4,500/m)
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Third Place: OKABUN ORIMONO CO., LTD. < Paper Waffle >

50% Paper, 50% Silk

A textile woven by a Nishijin Obi (Nishijin Brocade) manufacturer, celebrating its
333rd anniversary with centuries-old techniques. Over and above the warmth
provided by silk mohair yarn, it features a waffle-weave using washi (Japanese

paper) yarn and a natural UV-cut effect and eliminates the need for chemical

processing. (Reference price: JPY20,000/m)

Fifth Place: Mizorogi < Pattern-Matching Print Embroidery AO Fabric >
